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Privacy Notice
1. Purpose and Scope

This data protection notice applies to the following parties; 

- contributors 

- those organisations who collect and process contributions on behalf the Fund

- project applicants

- members of the Fund's Management and Advisory Committees

It governs how we, acting as data controllers and, by law collect, maintain and process certain personal data received from the parties, about how and why we use this data and about the rights of the various parties to this information.

The Fund is committed to ensuring that the privacy, as appropriate, of the various parties is protected. Should we require any of the parties to provide certain information by which they can be identified when using this website, then they can be assured that it will only be used in accordance with this privacy statement.

2. Personal Data which the Fund processes

Personal data means any information about an individual from which that person can be identified. The Fund may collect, store and use personal details and contact information in relation to; 

- contributors, i.e. name, address, staff/pension number, PPS number, date of becoming a contributor

- project applicants,  i.e. name, address, email address, project details

3. The Fund collects personal data from;

- contributors

- contributor's employers

- project applicants

- also other third parties with whom the Fund interacts, e.g. Charities Regulator, Revenue Commissioners,  Insurers, Banks, Auditors.

The Fund will rely on the consent of the parties providing the information as the lawful basis for the collection of the data. By agreeing to contribute to the Fund you consent to providing the required personal data to the Fund as necessary.

4.   The Fund of necessity holds and uses this data for;

-  the recording and calculation of contributions

-  the processing and recording of project applications

-  the preparation of the Annual Report & Accounts

-  the dissemination of general information through the Fund website

In exceptional circumstances and where necessary for the continuing operation of the Fund, the Fund will rely on legitimate interest as the lawful basis for holding and processing personal data of contributors.

5. The Fund will only share data;

with third parties where absolutely necessary for it's ongoing operation. Where necessary the Fund will also share data with the Charities Regulator, Revenue Commissioners and professional advisors, such as the Fund Auditor. 

The Fund will ensure that any person/body with whom data is shared are compliant with current Data Protection Legislation and have the appropriate data security measures in place.

6. The Fund will only retain data;

for as long as it is strictly necessary for it's ongoing operation including for the purposes of satisfying any legal, audit or Revenue reporting requirements.

From time to time, personal data held by the Fund will be reviewed to ascertain if it is still necessary to retain the data.

7.  Data Security

The Fund will take all reasonable technical and organisational measures to protect against accidental or unlawful destruction, loss, alteration, unauthorised  disclosure of  data having due regard to the purposes of processing such data.

Where a data breach or suspected data breach occurs, we will investigate it as soon as possible afterwards and where required we will inform the appropriate parties including the Data Protection Commissioner.

8. Disclaimer

The Fund website may include useful links providing references to other websites. The Fund is not responsible for the accuracy of or content of information contained on these sites. The  Fund is not responsible for, and expressly disclaims all liability for damages of any kind out of use, reference to or reliance on any information contacted within these sites.

9. Rights

Parties have a number of rights, i.e. to access and inspect their respective data, to have any inaccuracies corrected and to have it deleted unless it is required in certain exceptional circumstances.

If they wish to exercise any of these rights or if they do not agree with the way the Fund is fulfilling it's obligations under the privacy legislation then they may submit a written application/complaint to;
